Sudan Centre for Theatre Research SCTR and Peace Culture Center PCC of Sudan University of Science and Technology have chosen the slogan of PLAYING AGAINST WEAPON CULTURE to express the dramatists utterly rejection for Illicit proliferation of Small Arms and light weapons in Sudan.


This ceremony is prepared to be attended by some official Sudanese cycles while Dr. Sulafeldeen M.Salih NSDDR commission, Col. Abdelaziz Malik Sudanese National Focal Point for SALW and UNDDR representative for Sudan will address the gathering. Invitation also will be extended to all diplomacy missions, UN agencies, National and International organization working in the field of Arms Control and DDR in Sudan.

 

On playing Against War Weapon Dramatic

Violence and weapon culture are deep with tragic story in the Continent, however Sudanese artists can build their campaign against it. The Sudan 40 years has resulted in to viscous war cycle. War document and evidences show that about 2 millions Sudanese people were killed by the war while more than this number were injured or fled their natives lands. Women and Children are the most effected and war traumatized and devastated categories. In some cross cultural areas and conflict zones Schools, health services, shelters were destroyed by war and tribal violence. In areas like Abyie, Darfour complete generation was borne within war cycle. This war generation would stand as real challenge for any sustainable peace in Sudan. History tills us some war cycle could develop it’s own mechanism and its own logic to create it’s own space and action. By example people were get mad In Rwandan war cycle and used all kinds of weapons to kill each others. Evidences showed that even machetes were used in killing people. Only one cause standing behind this tragic stories and devastation that is the illicit proliferation of arms and light weapons. 

SCTR members as peace builders and social workers together with the Peace Culture Center of Sudan University of Science and Technology SUST would like to build a flagship and focal point against weapon culture in Sudan within UN International day for theatre.

The sense of Drama/Theatre is (to steeping into another person shoes), to educate others with using their own senses, their own semantics, gestures, capacity, imagination, and their ways of thinking. Through Dramatic performance and theatrical process we can read the past, analyze the present to build our / others anticipations. The rejection of violence and weapon culture has been injected in the history of international drama /theatre from Greece theatre in the third B.C century to Antonin Artoud in the beginning of the twenty century. Down to this twenty one century Sudanese dramatists /Theatrical groups started their campaign together with international Drama /Theatre movement against war culture in Sudan since 2002. 

In 2002 within the UNESCO IYPC more that 1000 dramatist celebrated the UN 2000 year for peace under the slogan of THIS WAR IS NOT OURS in collaboration with Sudanese UNICEF see www.unesco.2000IYCP. 

In this year, on March 27th 2005 we want to remind Sudanese people by the dangerous of weapon culture and dangerous of history. We hope that all official cycles and those who have been battling against war culture can participate in this celebration which will be organized by SCTR in collaboration with PCC of SUST and UNDDR. It is not enough to sign a peace agreement because peace can not be obtained with peace agreement .peace can only be obtained within comprehensive reconciliation collaboration and non violence attitudes” see www.ustech.edu/pcc
